Cattle are to be consigned to the meat works, to be sold on weight and grade basis,
according to owner’s decision.

7. Class winners are required to stay in yards until 5.00pm Saturday 13% June 2026

9. The Judges shall take into consideration breeding, quality, conformation, weight, evenness and depth of flesh and least
waste.
